G.S.R. 499 (E).— The following draft notification which the Central Government
proposes to issue, in exercise of the powers conferred by sections 6, 8 and 25 of the Environment
(Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 1986), for bringing out regulations for extended producer
responsibility (EPR) for scrap of Non-Ferrous metals is hereby published as required under sub-
rule (3) of rule 5 of the Environment (Protection) Rules, 1986, for information of the public and
other stakeholders likely to be affected thereby and notice is hereby given that the said notification
will be taken into consideration by the Central Government on or after the expiry of sixty days
from the date on which copies of this notification as published in the 'Gazette of India are made
available to the public;

Draft Notification

Whereas, in a rapidly changing world, the utmost concern today is pollution and scarcity of
resources. Ores and minerals of metals are non-renewable natural resources which have an ever-
growing demand at the global level and across sectors, making it imperative to reuse and recycle
already extracted metals. Recycling of these non-ferrous metals provides social, economic and
environmental benefits apart from the potential for employment generation;

And whereas India’s mineral-rich areas are under dense forests and inhabited by tribal
communities Recycling reduces extraction pressures due to the growing demand for metals and
will prevent loss of livelihood and destruction of forests and vegetation cover;
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And whereas, Ministry of Mines, Government of India has recently brought out a
“National Non-Ferrous Metal Scrap Recycling Framework, 20207, especially for the non-ferrous
metal sector to promote non-ferrous metal recycling and recommended certain action points for
promoting a formal and well organised recycling ecosystem and work towards economic wealth
creation, job creation and increased contribution to GDP through metal recycling.

Now therefore, in the exercise of powers conferred by sections 6, 8 and 25 of the Environment
(Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 1986) read with sub-rule (3) of rule 5 of the Environment (Protection) Rules,
1986, the Central Government, hereby notifies the extended producer responsibility for scrap of Non-
Ferrous metals under the Hazardous and Other Wastes (Management and Transboundary Movement)
Rules, 2016 as amended from time to time, namely:

1. (1) These rules may be called the Hazardous and Other Wastes (Management and
Transboundary Movement) Second Amendment Rules, 2024.

(2) They shall come into force on the 1% Day of April, 2025.

2. In the Hazardous and Other Wastes (Management and Transboundary Movement) Rules,
2016 (hereinafter referred to as the said rules), after Chapter VII, the following Chapter shall
be inserted, namely: -

‘Chapter VIII
Extended Producer Responsibility for Scrap of Non-Ferrous metals

44. Definitions. — For the purposes of this Chapter, -

(a)“bulk consumer” means any entity using at least one thousand tons of non-ferrous metals
products listed in Schedule-I of this Chapter, at any point of time in the particular
Financial Year and includes e-retailer;

(b)“business” means any activity of production or manufacturing or sale and import of scrap
metals recycling, disposal and treatment;

(c)“collection points” means the facility where the authorised collection agent would collect
the scrap of non-ferrous metals as per the standard operating procedure or guidelines
issued by the Central Pollution Control Board for the purposes of this Chapter;

(d) “collection agent” means any person or entity who collects scrap of non-ferrous
metals and supplies it to the recycler;

(e)“manufacturers” means the person or an entity or a company as defined in the
Companies Act, 2013 (18 of 2013) or a factory as defined in the Factories Act, 1948
(63 of 1948) or Small and Medium Enterprises as defined in Micro, Small and
Medium Enterprises Development Act, 2006 (27 of 2006), which has facilities for the
manufacture of products or components or spares etc. which producers use as specified
in Schedule-I of this Chapter;

(f) “end-of-life” of the product means the time when the product is intended to be discarded
by the user;

(g)“environmentally sound management of scrap” means taking all steps required to
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ensure that scrap metals are managed to protect health and the environment against
any adverse effects which may result during collection, transportation, processing or
disposal;

(h) “extended producer responsibility” means the responsibility of the producer of scrap
of non-ferrous metals products under this Chapter for meeting recycling targets only
through registered recyclers to ensure environmentally sound management of scrap of
non-ferrous metals;

(i) “facility” means any location wherein the process incidental to the collection, reception,
storage, recycling, disposal and treatment of scrap of non-ferrous metals is being
carried out;

(j) “guidelines” means a document prepared and issued by the Central Pollution Control
Board elaborating minimum requirements for achieving environmentally sound
management of scrap of non-ferrous metals including its handling, collection,
transportation and storage and its recycling;

(k)  “‘non-ferrous metals’> means Aluminium or Copper or Zinc or their alloys for the
purposes of these rules;

(1) “portal” means the online system developed by the Central Pollution Control Board for
management and implementation of compliance of this Chapter;

(m) “product” means any product or item containing non-ferrous metals;

(n)“producer” means any person or entity, irrespective of the selling technique used such as
dealer, retailer, e-retailer, who, -
i. manufactures and offers to sell products made up of non-ferrous metals and
their components or consumables or parts or spares under its own brand, using
non-ferrous metals or their alloys; or

ii.  offers to sell under its brand assembled products made up of non-ferrous metals
and their components or consumables or parts or spares produced by other
manufacturers or suppliers, using non-ferrous metals or their alloys; or

iii. offers to sell imported products made up of non-ferrous metals and their
components or consumables or parts or spares under their own brand or
original brand, using non-ferrous metals or their alloys; or

iv. who imports used devices or products or scrap of non-ferrous metals.

(o)“recycling” means any process of recycling of scrap of non—ferrous metals and producing
value-added products/recycled metals and alloys in an environmentally sound manner
and having facilities as elaborated in the standard operating procedure (SOP) or
guidelines specified by the Central Pollution Control Board;

(p)“recycler” means any person or entity engaged in the process of recycling scrap of Non-
Ferrous metals;

(q)“recycling target” means the quantity of the scrap of non-ferrous metals to be recycled
as per the provisions of Schedule-II;

(r) “refurbisher” means any person or entity repairing or assembling used product made of

non—ferrous metals as listed in Schedule-III for extending its working life over its
originally intended life and for same use as originally intended, and selling the same in
the market;

(s) “standard operating procedure” means the document specified by the Central Pollution

Control Board elaborating the minimum requirement of equipment and processes.

Registration. - (1) The following entities shall get registered by the Central Pollution
Control Board on the portal, namely:-

In case any entity falls in more than one category under sub-rule (1), then the said
entity shall register themselves under each of those categories separately.

No entity referred to in sub-rule (1) shall carry out business without registration.

The entities registered under sub-rule (1) shall not deal with any entity not registered
under sub-rule (1).

Where any registered entity furnishes false information or willfully conceals
information for registration or return or report or information required to be provided
or furnished under this Chapter or in case of any irregularity, the registration of such
entity may be revoked by the Central Pollution Control Board for a period up to five
years after allowing being heard and in addition, environmental compensation charges
may also be levied as per rule 59.

The Central Pollution Control Board may charge registration fees and annual
maintenance charges from the entities seeking registration under this Chapter based on
the capacity of scrap metals generated, recycled or handled by them as laid down by
the Central Pollution Control Board.

Modalities of extended producer responsibility and its target. — (1) All producers shall
fulfil their extended producer responsibility obligation specified in the Schedule-II in
reference to the product or item listed in Schedule-I and in doing so they may also take the
help of third-party organisations, such as collection centres or dealers:

Provided that the extended producer responsibility shall lie entirely on the producer

only.

)

The extended producer responsibility target of the producers shall be reduced by a
factor laid down by the Central Pollution Control Board on account of operational loss
if any.

(3) (i) The Producers shall fulfil their extended producer responsibility through online

purchase of extended producer responsibility certificates from registered
recyclers;

(ii) the details provided by producers and registered recyclers shall be cross- checked
on the portal;

(iii) in case of any difference, the lower figure shall be considered towards the
fulfillment of the extended producer responsibility obligation of the producer; and

(iv) the certificates shall be subject to environmental audit by the Central Pollution
Control Board or any other agencies authorised by them in this regard.

Extended producer responsibility certificate generation. — (1) Recycling. - (i) The
Central Pollution Control Board shall generate an extended producer responsibility
certificate through the portal in favour of a registered recycler, which shall be calculated as
per the following formula, namely: -.

*Qrpr = Qp x Cr.

*the Qcpr is the quantity eligible for generation of the certificate, Q) is the quantity of the
end product and Cr is the conversion factor of each end product (quantity of inputs
required for production of one unit of output)

(i1) Conversion factor Cr for each end product shall be determined by the Central Pollution
Control Board based on the technologies used by recyclers.

(2) The validity of the extended producer responsibility certificate shall be two years from
the end of the financial year in which it was generated and the expired certificate
automatically extinguished after the period unless extinguished earlier as per these
rules.

(3) Each extended producer responsibility certificate shall have a unique number
containing the year of generation, code of end product, recycler code and a unique
code and the extended producer responsibility certificates shall be in the
denominations of 100, 200, 500, 1000 and 10,000 kilograms or as may be laid down
by the Central Pollution Control Board with the approval of the Steering Committee
constituted under rule 62.

(4) In case of multiple end products of recycling, the conversion factor for generation of
extended producer responsibility certificate shall be determined as per the guidelines
issued by the Central Pollution Control Board with the approval of the Steering
Committee.”.

(2) Refurbishing. — (i) The product made of non-ferrous metals as listed in Schedule-III shall

also be allowed for refurbishing and refurbisher shall have to get registered on the portal
and based on the data provided, refurbishing certificate shall be generated in favour of a
registered refurbisher in the format laid down by it in this regard.

(i1)) On production of the refurbishing certificates purchased from the registered
refurbisher, the extended producer responsibility of the producers shall be deferred by the
duration as laid down by the Central Pollution Control Board for the corresponding
quantity of product made of non-ferrous metals and shall be added to the extended
producer responsibility of the producer upon expiry of the extended life of the refurbished
product.

(ii1) To incentivise refurbishing, only 75 per cent of the deferred quantity shall be added to
the extended producer responsibility of the producer for recycling upon expiry of the
extended life of the refurbished product.

Transaction of extended producer responsibility certificate. — (1) A producer may
purchase extended producer responsibility certificates limited to its extended producer
responsibility liability of the current year (Year Y) plus any leftover liability of preceding
years plus Ten per cent of the current year liability.

(2) The extended producer responsibility obligation shall have to be fulfilled by the
producers by proportionately purchasing extended producer responsibility certificates
every quarter.

(3) As soon as the producer purchase the extended producer responsibility certificate, it
will be automatically adjusted against his liability, priority in adjustment shall be
given to earlier liability and the extended producer responsibility certificate so
adjusted shall be automatically extinguished and cancelled.

(4) As soon as producer purchases refurbishing certificates its extended producer
responsibility liability shall be deferred automatically for the relevant quantity of the
product, for the duration as laid down by the Central Pollution Control Board.

(5) The availability, requirement and other details of the extended producer responsibility
certificate for every producer or recycler shall be made available on the portal.

(6) All the transactions under this Chapter shall be recorded and submitted by the
producers or refurbisher or recyclers on the portal.

(7) The Central Government may by, order establish one or more platform for exchange or
transfer of extended producer responsibility certificates in accordance with the
guidelines issued by the Central Pollution Control Board with the approval of the
Central Government.

(8) The operation of the platform established under sub-rule (7) shall be operated and
regulated in accordance with guidelines made by the Central Government on the
recommendation of the Central Pollution Control Board.

(9) The Central Pollution Control Board shall fix the highest and lowest price for
exchange of extended producer responsibility certificates which shall be equal to
hundred per cent and thirty per cent, respectively of the environmental compensation
for non-fulfilment of extended producer responsibility obligation under rule 59.

(10) The exchange price of extended producer responsibility certificate between registered
entities through the portal shall be between the highest and lowest prices referred to in
sub-rule (9).

Portal for registration, filing of annual returns, extended producer responsibility
Certificate and tracing of Materials. —

(1) Central Pollution Control Board shall establish an online system for the registration and
filing of quarterly and annual returns, extended producer responsibility certificate and
tracing scrap of non-ferrous metals generated by any entity or person, which shall ensure a
mechanism wherein the material balance of the scrap of non-ferrous metals generated and its
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51.

re- utilization introduced in the market by any producers in a financial year is reflected.

(2) The portal shall act as the single point data repository for management and
implementation of extended producer responsibility for scrap of non-ferrous metals.

(3) The online portal shall be functional by the Central Pollution Control Board within six
months from the date of commencement of the Hazardous and Other Wastes (Management
and Transboundary Movement) Second Amendment Rules, 2024 and all activities related to
the implementation of the extended producer responsibility shall be done in online manner.

(4) The manifest system for transport of scrap of non-ferrous metals generated shall be
applicable to those entities under this Chapter who are required to take authorisation under
the said rules.

(5) The Central Government may, if it is satisfied that it is necessary so to do in the public
interest or for effective implementation of these rules, by order, relax any period
within which any return or report is to be filed under these rules by a producer,
collection agents, refurbisher and recycler thereof, for a further period not exceeding
nine months.

Responsibilities of the Manufacturer. — All Manufacturers shall have to, -

(a) register on the portal;

(b) collect scrap of non-ferrous metals and waste generated during the manufacture of
products and their components or consumables or parts or scrap and ensure its
recycling or disposal;

(c) shall have the obligation with respect to the minimum use of domestically recycled
materials in new product as per the Schedule-IV. The assessment of the minimum use
of the recycled materials in new product shall be in respect of the total weight of the
new product.

(d) filing quarterly returns in the laid down form on the portal on or before the end of the
month succeeding the quarter to which the returns relate;

(e) filing annual returns in the laid down form on the portal on or before 30™ June
following the financial year to which that return relates;

(f) in the case of the manufacturer with multiple offices, a single annual return combining
information from all the offices shall be filed.

Responsibility of Producers. - The producers of scrap of non-ferrous metals shall be
responsible for, -

(a) registration on the portal;
(b) fulfilling extended producer responsibility targets as per Schedule-II;

(c) provide the contact details such as address, email address, toll free telephone numbers
or helpline numbers to consumers through their website or advertisements or
documentation to facilitate the process;

(d) filing quarterly returns in the laid down form on the portal on or before the end of the
month succeeding the quarter to which the returns relate;
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(e) filing annual returns in the laid down form on the portal on or before 30" June
following the financial year to which that return relates;

(f) creating awareness through media, publications, advertisements, posters or any other
means of communication;

(g) for the collection and transport of scrap metals, producers and other entities may make
suitable arrangements as convenient to them including the formation of integrated
management systems by two or more producers;

Responsibility of Collection agent. — The collection agents shall have to, -

(a) register on the portal;

(b) collect scrap of non-ferrous metals from the manufacturer, producers, bulk consumers
and supply to the registered recycler and upload information on the portal;

(c) filing quarterly returns in the laid down form on the portal on or before the end of the
month succeeding the quarter to which the returns relate;

(d) filing annual returns in the laid down form on the portal on or before 30™ June
following the financial year to which that return relates.

Responsibilities of the Refurbisher. — All Refurbisher shall have to, -

(a) register on the portal;

(b) collect scrap of non-ferrous metals and waste generated during the manufacture of
products and their components or consumables or parts or scrap and ensure its
recycling or disposal;

(c) filing quarterly returns in the laid down form on the portal on or before the end of the
month succeeding the quarter to which the returns relate;

(d) filing annual returns in the laid down form on the portal on or before 30" June
following the financial year to which that return relates.

54. Responsibilities of the Recycler. — The recycler shall have to, -
(a) register on the portal,
(b) ensure that the facility and recycling processes are in accordance with these rules;

(c) ensure that the scrap of non-ferrous metals are procured from registered manufacturers,
producers and collection agents;

(d) ensure that no damage is caused to the environment during storage, transportation and
recycling of scrap metals;

(e) ensure that the residue generated during the recycling process is disposed of in an
authorised treatment storage disposal facility or in accordance with the said rules;

(f) filing quarterly returns in the laid down form on the portal on or before the end of the
month succeeding the quarter to which the returns relate;

(g) filing annual returns in the laid down form on the portal on or before 30" June following
the financial year to which that return relates;
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(h) account for and upload information about any waste or any quantity which is not
recycled and disposed of.

Responsibilities of the bulk consumers. — Bulk Consumers shall have to,-

(a) set up collection points to facilitate collection agents in the collection and transportation
of scrap of non-ferrous metals from their premises; and

(b) ensure that scrap of non-ferrous metals generated by them shall be handed over only to
registered recyclers or producers or collection agents.

Responsibilities of the Central Pollution Control Board. - The Central Pollution Control

Board shall be responsible for-

(a) operation and maintenance of portal and monitoring of extended producer responsibility
compliance;
(b) coordination with State Pollution Control Boards;

(c) prepare and issue Guidelines and Standard Operating Procedures for registration on the
portal, extended producer responsibility certificate generation, fulfillment of obligation,
returns and for collection, storage, transportation, recycling and disposal of scrap of
non-ferrous metals under this Chapter and also on any other issue for smooth
implementation of these rules from time to time

(d) prepare and issue necessary forms or returns on portals for implementation of this
chapter.

(e) conduct random checks for ascertaining compliance of the extended producer
responsibility and for that purpose the Board may take the help of Customs or the State
Government or any other agency;

(f) documentation, compilation of data and uploading on the portal;
(g) taking action against violation of this chapter.

(h) conducting training programmes to develop capacity building including State Pollution
Control Board and Urban Local Bodies officials of State Governments;

(i) conducting awareness programmes;
(j) integration of all stakeholders with the centralized digital system;
(k) prepare and submit an annual report to the Central Government; and

(1) any other function delegated by the Central Government under this Chapter from time to
time.

Responsibilities of the State Governments or Union territories or Municipalities or
local bodies or the State Pollution Control Board. — (1) The Department of Industry in
the State and Union territory or any other Government agency authorised in this regard by
the State Government or the Union territory Administration, as the case may be, shall —

(a) ensure earmarking or allocation of industrial space or shed for collection of scrap
metals and recycling units in the existing and upcoming industrial parks, estates and
industrial clusters;

(b) ensure recognition and registration of workers involved in recycling;
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(c) undertake industrial skill development activities for the workers involved in recycling
of scrap metals;

(d) undertake annual monitoring and ensure the safety & health of workers involved in re-
cycling of scrap metals;

(2) Municipalities and Local Bodies shall facilitate manufacturer producers, bulk
consumers or collection agents to set up a large number of collection points for collection
of scrap metals in their jurisdictional areas. Shall also ensure that scrap of non-ferrous
metals, if found to be mixed with Municipal Solid Waste, is properly segregated, collected
and channelized to registered entities involved in recycling. Conducting training sessions to
develop the capacities of the Urban Local Bodies.

(3) Responsibility of State Pollution Control Boards and Pollution Control Committees of
Union territories, shall -
(i) ensure proper implementation of this chapter in coordination with the Central
Pollution Control Board;

(i1) facilitate the setting up of collection points by the collection agents;

(iii) monitor the compliance of extended producer responsibility as directed by the
Central Pollution Control Board;

(iv) conduct random inspection of producers or collection agents or refurbisher or
recyclers; and

(v) perform any other function by the Central Government under this Chapter.

Responsibilities of the Bureau of Indian Standards (BIS). — The Bureau of Indian
Standards shall revise existing standards and issue necessary standards w.r.t this Chapter
within six months from the date of commencement of the Hazardous and Other Wastes
(Management and Transboundary Movement) Second Amendment Rules, 2024.

Environmental Compensation. — (1) Central Pollution Control Board shall lay down

guidelines for imposition and collection of environmental compensation on the producers in

case of non-fulfillment of obligations set out in this Chapter and transaction or use of false

extended producer responsibility certificates or on any entity on violation of any provisions of

this Chapter and guidelines issued hereunder.

(2) The environmental compensation shall also be levied on the recyclers for issuing false
extended producer responsibility certificates and providing false information.

(3) It shall also be levied on unregistered producers, recyclers and any entity which aids or

abets the violation of this Chapter.

(4) (i) payment of environmental compensation shall not absolve the producer from the

extended producer responsibility as specified in this Chapter and the unfulfilled extended
producer responsibility for a particular year shall be carried forward to the next year and so
on and up to three years;

(i) in case, the shortfall of extended producer responsibility obligation is addressed after
one year, eighty five per cent of the environmental compensation levied shall be returned
to the producer; and

(iii) in case, the shortfall of extended producer responsibility obligation is addressed after
two years, sixty per cent of the environmental compensation levied shall be returned to the
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producer, and in case, the shortfall of extended producer responsibility obligation is
addressed after three years, thirty per cent. of the environmental compensation levied shall
be returned to the producer, thereafter no environmental compensation will be returned to
the producer.
%) False information resulting in over generation of extended producer responsibility
certificates by recycler above five per cent of the actual recycled scrap of non-ferrous metals
shall result in revocation of registration and imposition of environmental compensation
which shall not be returnable and subsequent offence, violation of this Chapter for three
times or more shall also result in permanent revocation of registration over and above the
environmental compensation charges.
(6) (i) the funds collected under environmental compensation shall be kept in a separate
Escrow account by Central Pollution Control Board and the funds collected shall be utilized
in the collection and recycling or end of life disposal of uncollected and non-recycled or non-
end of life disposal of scrap of non-ferrous metals on which the environmental compensation
is levied, and on other heads as decided by the committee; and
(i1)) modalities and head for utilization of the funds shall be decided by the Steering
Committee with the approval of the Central Government.

Action for violation. — In case any person provides incorrect information required under this
Chapter for obtaining extended producer responsibility certificates, uses or causes to be used
false or forged extended producer responsibility certificates in any manner, wilfully violates
the directions given under this Chapter or fails to cooperate in the verification and audit
proceedings, action under Sections 15, 15A, 15B, 15F of the Environment (Protection) Act,
1986 may be taken against that person and this action shall be in addition to the
environmental compensation levied under rule 59 of this Chapter.

Verification and audit. - (1) The Central Pollution Control Board by itself or through a
designated agency shall verify compliance of this Chapter by the manufacturer, producers,
collection agents, refurbisher and recyclers through inspection and periodic audit, as deemed
appropriate and take actions against violations under rule 59 of this Chapter.

(2) Any fee for the verification and audit shall be charged by the Central Pollution Control
Board from the concerned registered entity.

Steering Committee. — (1) There shall be a Steering Committee headed by the Chairmanship
of Chairman, Central Pollution Control Board to oversee the implementation of extended
producer responsibility under this Chapter, which shall consist of the following other
members, namely:-

(i) one representative of the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change;

(i1) one representative of the Ministry of Mines;

(iii) one representative of the Ministry of Steel;

(iv) one or two representatives of Manufacturer/Producer Associations;

(v) one or two representatives of Recycler Associations;

(vi) one representative of Jawaharlal Nehru Aluminium Research Development &
Design Centre;

(vii) one representative of the State Pollution Control Board or Pollution Control
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Committee as co-opted by the Chairman of the Steering Committee;
(viii) Member Secretary of Central Pollution Control Board; and

(ix) Head of the Division of Central Pollution Control Board as Member Convener.
(2) The Steering Committee may co-opt any other member if it considers necessary.

(3) The steering committee shall be responsible for the overall implementation, monitoring and
supervision of this Chapter.

(4) Shall also decide upon the disputes arising from time to time on the representations received
in this regard, and shall refer to Central Government any substantial issue arisen or pertaining to
this Chapter.

(5) The Steering Committee shall review and revise the targets of recycling in view of the
technological advancements and other factors and make recommendations to the Central
Government.

(6) The Steering Committee shall take all such measures, as it deems necessary for the proper
implementation of the provisions of this Chapter.

63. Application of other provisions of these rules. - The provisions relating to hazardous
wastes under these rules shall also apply to utilisation and management of scrap of non-
ferrous metals under this Chapter.’.
